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While looking at the WIAT report for student A, I noticed that the grades for listening comprehension, reading comprehension, and math problem solving were all very low for a child in the 4th grade.  Her pseudoword decoding is at a good target grade equlivency, so I think she would benefit from a smaller class size so that she uses help to transition into her reading and listening comprehension.  Numerical operations are on grade and age range, but this could have potential of falling behind once math gets to the point where there are word problems. Her Oral discourse comprehension is below average, but that can be up to a number of factors related to the time she answered the CD’s questions. Although this student was held back in hopes to catch up, I think the best thing would be to put her in a small class, and keep here with extra reading pull outs. 
Student B’s WIAT shows that she was not held back. Her listening comprehension, is on grade level. Student B is above grade level in math problem solving, pseudoword decoding, and numerical operations. She is struggling in reading comprehension, so she can just use some strategies like targeting important concepts, and rereading. She might be rushing while shes reading, and it is just a matter of slowing down and taking her time to not get the questions wrong. 
Student A is clearly struggling in multiple areas and I believe they should have several services and an IEP. Student B does not appear to be struggling. The teacher should look into implementing several strategies that correlate with ADD/ADHD in order to target the students needs.
